There are over sixty tombs within the Valley of the Kings and more are being made, all
of which have various degrees of decoration and were carved deep into the rock with symbolic
artwork, hieroglyphs, and secret chambers intended to assist these pharaohs in entering the afterlife.

Temple of Queen Hatshepsut:

One of the most beautiful and well-preserved of ancient Egyptian temples. this astounding mortuary
The Temple of Queen Hatshepsut was built for the purpose of honoring one of Egypt's few female
pharaohs. The terraces, statues, and relief carvings of the temple mark the prosperity of her reign and
