Day 2

Visit the Pyramids & the Grand Egyptian Museum

After having breakfast, head for the breathtaking Giza Plateau, where you will be amazed by the Giza

Pyramids, inspired by the might of the Great Sphinx, and awed by the Valley Temple.

After a little exploring, sail onward to

Kom Ombo Temple, where a visit is planned at its unique double temple. Have a relaxed day on the

board as you take a Nile cruise toward Aswan.

Day 6

Visit Aswan's treasures

Aswan welcomes you to its ancient treasures, as you will visit the enormous Unfinished Obelisk and

the beautiful Philae Temple dedicated to Isis and Hathor. Then you'll get back to the Nile cruise for

your last dinner on the Nile.
