Day 2

Trip to Great Pyramids, Sphinx, and Grand Egyptian Museum

Enjoy your breakfast and then meet your expert guide at your hotel to start your Cairo historical tour

to significant historical sites. 

Giza Pyramids and Great Sphinx

Your short break tour begins with the Giza Pyramids as you explore the Great Pyramid of Khufu along

with the Pyramids of Khafre and Menkaure. Take in the ancient Great Sphinx, which has protected the

pyramids by standing as a pharaoh's head on a lion's body since people built them long ago. The Valley

Temple offers tourists a glimpse into religious ceremonies plus mummification practices while

presenting magnificent views of the scenic area.

Grand Egyptian Museum (GEM)

Start your visit to the Grand Egyptian Museum with a nice lunch break. In terms of GEM size, it

continues to lead the world and exhibits Egyptian antiquities. The museum exhibits many statues

alongside artifacts and holds treasures from the Old Kingdom, Middle Kingdom, and New Kingdom

periods.

strong female ruler of Egypt. You can explore beauty when you see the temple's terrace colonnade

system before observing the desert view ahead.

Colossi of Memnon

The Colossi of Memnon stand guard at Luxor's entrance with their ancient presence as two statues of

Amenhotep III that viewers have admired throughout history.  Amenhotep III once put his Colossi of

Memnon statues before his mortuary temple as part of his memorial to immortality.

Enjoy your lunch at a local restaurant.

After your Egypt trip, have lunch at a local restaurant before transferring to Luxor Airport for your

flight back to Cairo. Upon arrival, our representative will meet you at the airport and escort you to your

hotel in Cairo.
